It has
grown from there to include as many
as 40-50 members.

MISSION STATEMENT

to Teller County, and surrounding
areas.

WPCS strives to keep variety in their
choice of performance music, so that
all age groups may have an
opportunity to sing and hear their
preferred music types and genres.

MEMBERSHIP

Membership is open to anyone who
likes to sing. There are no auditions
or try-outs, and all levels of singing
experience are welcome. We
encourage members to sing in their
proper voice range (SATB), however.
We are always low on tenors, so
ANY and ALL tenors, please join!

The WPCS collects a mandatory,
small, yearly membership fee of $15
for an individual and $20 for a
family. This fee is due the first day
of membership, and each April 1,
thereafter.

WPCS has a standard vest that will
be issued to you and is required to
perform in most of our concerts. A
vest deposit of $10, for the first vest,
and $20 for any subsequent vest, is
required. It is each member’s
responsibility to wash, store, and
bring the vest to performances. This
vest deposit is fully refundable if a
member quits WPCS, if the returned
vest is useable, with normal wear and
tear considerations, as in any ‘rental’
type situation.

Regular rehearsals are held year-round,
each Monday evening starting at 6:50
PM, at the Mountain View United
Methodist Church, 1101 Rampart
Range Road, Woodland Park, CO.
Additional rehearsals are called as
needed.
